AUTHORIZED USERS

Why is it important to us to have your
authorized users listed in our system? Many
of our members or their managers have been
frustrated when forms are needed and we can-
not sell to someone until the member verifies, in
writing, that they are indeed authorized to use
the account. In order for the RHAGP office to
help someone on your behalf in any way, they
need to be listed on your account.

This information is vital for us to have
in our system so that someone doesn’t charge
items to your account without your knowledge
or permission. Just as you would not want just
anyone using your credit card number to pur-
chase items, you want to be sure to protect your
RHAGP account so that someone you have not
authorized does not charge items to it.

That is why we require that when there is
a change of address, manager or other autho-
rized user, or some other information change,
that you let us know as soon as possible.

Also, if a manager or employee who
was authorized to use your account leaves your
employ or is no longer associated with you, we
need to know so we can update that information.
